Couples seeking marriage in the Church are asked to contact the parish a
least four months in advance of their proposed wedding date. For those
with prior marriages, additional time may be required. Marriages are
celebrated in the parish in which one of the Catholic parties lives.

PASTORAL CARE FOR THE SICK & DYING

In the case of serious illness or failing health due to old age, parishioners

should ask the church for the Sacrament of Anointing. This sacrament is

administered by a priest and is best celebrated communally at a Sunday

Mass, but may be offered individually by appointment as necessary.

So in planning for the next fiscal year, the Finance Counc
recommending budgeting the same amount for envelope
come as last year. Other sources of income (parking lot
outreach donations, faith formation fees, etc) are expecte
remain the same as well.

As our mortgage costs on our building loan ($24,200 a mo
are a significant part of the budget, the Finance Council

be watching to see that the building pledges come in as
pected.
