PASTORAL CARE FOR THE SICK & DYING

In the case of serious illness or failing health due to old age, parishioners
should ask the church for the Sacrament of Anointing. This sacrament is
administered by a priest and is best celebrated communally at a Sunday
Mass, but may be offered individually by appointment as necessary.
When a parishioner is near death, they should receive Holy Communion,
called the Sacrament of Viaticum (food for the journey This sacrament
can be administered by a priest, deacon, or a eucharistic minister.
